What is a Cookie?

A browser cookie is a piece of data that is stored on your device and helps websites
and mobile apps remember information about you. Technologies linked to your other
device, such as internet storage and identifier, may also be used for similar purposes.
In this policy, we will use the term “Cookies” to discuss all other technologies.

For What Purposes Do We Use Cookies?

We use cookies to protect your data and your account, to identify the most popular
features, to count the number of visits made to a page, to improve the user
experience, to keep our services secure, to make our website more user-friendly, to
regulate our website according to your interests and needs, and to present online
behavioural advertising activities to our users. Cookies remember information about
you in order to perform the functions mentioned above and in this way they help us to
provide these services to you.

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Types of Cookies Used on Our Website

(Session Cookies)

(Persistent
Cookies)

Session cookies are temporary cookies that are used by
our visitors during their visit to the Website and are deleted
after the browser is closed.

The main purpose of using such cookies to ensure that the
Website operates properly during your visit.

For example; It enables you to fill out online forms
consisting of multiple pages.

Session Cookies

Persistent cookies are types of cookies used to increase
the functionality of the Website and to provide a faster and
better service to our visitors.

These types of cookies are used to remember your
preferences and are stored on your device through
browsers.

Some types of persistent cookies can be used to provide
you with special suggestions, taking into account issues
such as for what purpose will you use the Website?
Thanks to permanent cookies, if you visit our Website
again with the same device, it is checked whether your
device has a cookie created by our Website and if so, it is
understood that you have visited the site before and the
content to be delivered to you is determined accordingly, In
this way, a better service is provided to you.

Cookies Used on Our Website

(Analytical
Cookies)

These types of cookies are cookies that determine the
number of visitors to the website, the pages viewed on the
website and website visiting hours and that enable the
production of analytical results such as scrolling
movements of website pages.
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Management of Cookies

Many internet browsers are set to automatically accept the cookies as by default. Also
this setting is valid when we benefit from our welbsite, mobile sites or mobile
applications. If you want to remove existing cookies from your device, you can do so
using your browser options. In addition, in case that you do not want to place the
cookies on your device in the future, you can block cookies from your browser settings.

Please note that if you remove or block the cookies we use, such a situation may have
some effects on your user experience on our website, mobile site or mobile
applications and the site may not be used anymore. If you do not change your
browser settings to block the cookies, our system will place the cookies when you visit
our site or click on a link in an e-mail sent to you by us, even if you have previously
deleted our cookies.
